Thirty years ago most 
water quality problems 
were linked to discharges 
from factories and 
wastewater treatment 
plants.  Prior to 1969, most 
factories discharged their 
wastewater directly or 
indirectly into the nearest 
creek or river. Today, even 
though this is no longer 
the practice, 40 percent of 
our nation’s waters do not 
meet their water quality 
goals. Resulting from

streets, yards, parking lots, 
farms, mines, and other non-
point sources of pollution.  
Solving these problems 
requires a commitment 
and the participation of 
stakeholders throughout 
our communities.  You can 
do your part by managing 
your areas for any litter, oils, 
and soaps.  Also included 
are petsticides, weed killer 
or fertilizers you may use.  
Always follow the directions 
on chemicals,

on chemicals, wash your 
vehicles in the grass to 
prevent the soaps from 
running to the storm drains 
and pick up after your pets.  
Excessive fecal matter in 
streams and waterways 
can cause damage to 
the local wildlife and 
plants that grow along 
the banks.  Watch for a 
Stormwater booth at our 
City sponsored events to 
find out more information.
